With the Melges 24 World Championship being contested in San Francisco this past summer, many boats traveled to
Oregon and California to participate in some warmup events including:
Melges 24 US Nationals Santa Barbara, CA July 11-14 20 M24s raced.
Columbia Gorge One Design Cascade Locks, OR July 26-28 7 M24s raced.
Pacific Coast Championship Richmond, CA August 3-4 19 M24s raced.

title.
